A.  INTRODUCTION

VISION STATEMENT

Our vision is to see young men and women (ages 18-30) who desire healthy relationships, and will dedicate their lives to character and leadership development; who will commit a year of their life to the service and discipleship of Christ, in order to become “Vessels of honor, sanctified, useful to the Master, prepared for every good work”  2 Timothy 2:21.

MISSION STATEMENT

Our mission is to provide a Christ-centered environment for young men and women to grow into an intimate relationship with God, develop Christ-like character, learn to serve Him and the community, unify the generations and become world changers. 
Heart changes will occur through immersion in worship, intimacy with God, individual mentoring, relationally based training, generational impartation, and living with a supportive family.

THE UNIQUENESS OF MCOKC

Our Master’s Commission students will benefit from the gifts of the different pastors, as we grow together in unity and love (John 17:20-23).  As a result, the impact in our communities will greatly increase. Our unique vision is to develop a model for churches to form Masters Commissions together demonstrating God’s power and Kingdom (Eph. 4:13-16). THE FOUR CHURCHES (in alphabetical order):

The Church at Edmond exists to enable, equip, and establish the generations for accomplishing their purpose of bringing the Kingdom of God into every aspect of earth life.  MC's can participate in this mission through our Apartment Ministry, which has as its goal the establishing of Kingdom-minded churches in apartments across our city as well as helping us connect to the church fellowships throughout our city, state, and nation.

Christ’s Covenant Fellowship is a non-denominational congregation founded in 1972. The church emphasizes training the next generation in a solid Biblical foundation (such as the His Kids program on Sunday nights in which MC’s participate) as well as developing character and leadership skills. Kerry Freeman has been pastoring the church for over 21 years. 

Covenant Life Church is a non-denominational, charismatic church, birthed in 1979 out of the covenant movement. CLC is a member of an international fellowship of churches called Kingdom Ministries International (KMI). We proclaim the Kingdom of God in the life of the believer, and all areas of life; making disciples, building community and manifesting healing power in the world.  MC students will benefit from the blend of worship and music both ancient and new, and will receive practical training in community outreach, especially through our Whiz Kids (a weekly, after-school, one-on-one tutoring program for at-risk children).




 
STATEMENT OF FAITH

The Bible is our all-sufficient rule for faith and practice.  The following statement of truth is not intended to be exhaustive, but to be simply a common expression of faith:
1. We believe in one God:  Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, Creator of all things  (Matthew 28:19; II Corinthians 13:14).
2. We believe that the Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God, was conceived of the Holy Spirit, born of the virgin Mary, was crucified, dead, buried, resurrected; that He ascended into Heaven and is now seated at the right hand of God the Father and is true God and true man  (Luke 1:26-35; John 1:14-18; Isaiah 7:14, 9:6).
3.    We believe the Bible, in its entirety, to be the inspired Word of God and the only infallible rule of faith and conduct  (II Timothy 3:16; I Corinthians 2:13).
4. We believe in the resurrection of the dead, the eternal joy of the saved and the eternal punishment of the lost  (John 5:24, 3:16; Mark 9:43-48; II Thessalonians 1:9; Revelation 20:10-15).
5. We believe in the salvation of sinners by grace, through repentance and faith in the perfect and sufficient work of the cross of Calvary by which we obtain remission of sins (Ephesians 2:8,9; Hebrews 9:12, 22; Romans 5:11).
6. We believe in sanctification through the Word of God by the Holy Spirit, expressed in personal holiness of heart and life  (Ephesians 5:18; II Corinthians 6:14, 7:1).
7. We believe in divine physical, emotional, and spiritual healing, through faith in the name of Jesus Christ.  God’s healing comes in a variety of ways and can include every human infirmity  (Acts 4:30; Romans 8:11; Mark 16:18; John 5:14).
8. We believe in water baptism by immersion as an immediate declaration of the Lordship of Jesus Christ (Matthew 28:19; Acts 2:34-36, 19:1-6).
9. We believe in the Baptism in the Holy Spirit, in speaking with tongues as the Spirit of God gives utterance (Acts 2:4), in the gifts of the Spirit, and the evidence of the fruit of the Spirit.  We believe that all are available to believers  (I Corinthians 12-14).
10. We believe in the soon-coming, personal, visible return of the Lord Jesus Christ (John 14:2-3; I Thess. 4:13-18).
11. We believe in intensive world-evangelization and missionary work in accordance with the Great Commission, with signs following (Matthew 28:19).
12. We believe in the Church as the Body of Christ, the habitation of God through the Spirit, with each born-again believer as an integral functioning member  (Ephesians 2:21-22, 3:16).
13. We believe in the reality and personality of the Devil and eternal judgment in the Lake of Fire for the Devil and his angels  (Matthew 25:41; Revelation 20:14, 15).
14. We believe that there is one true universal Church, made up of genuine believers, but this one universal Church is also composed of many local Churches in given localities.  These Churches are under the sovereign Headship of the Lord Jesus Christ, exercising autonomous government under Him, administering all its local affairs and ministry, as well as the propagation of the Gospel  (Acts 15:22; Matthew 16:18, 18:15-20).
15. We believe that Government is ordained of God, and the powers that be are ordained as ministers of God to us for good.  To resist the powers and the ordinances is to resist the ordinance of God.  We are subject not only for wrath sake but for conscience sake, rendering to all their dues, custom to whom custom, fear to whom fear, honor to whom honor  (Romans 13).

B.	OBJECTIVES FOR MASTER’S COMMISSION GRADUATES

Master’s Commission graduates will demonstrate a practical outworking of:

1. Intimacy with Jesus and the heart of a worshipper
· Increasing love for God  
· A lifestyle of prayer and communion with God 
· Passionate praise and worship to God
· Progressively knowing, hearing and experiencing God        
2. The Kingdom of God as a disciple of Christ
· How to be discipled, and disciple others
· How to develop a hearing heart and good listening
· How to develop a lifelong, love for God’s word and ways
· How to get the most out of the Bible and have a basic theological foundation
· How to apply Jesus’ worldview to current issues and become world-changers 
· How to honor and submit to authority and the elders among us
· How the power of the Cross and the blood conform us to Christ, as we deny ourselves daily, and confess and forsake sinful patterns
3. Covenant Relationships and fellowship in the family of God
· To know God as a loving, caring Father and as a ruling King
· To experience generational transfer to fill the earth with God’s sons and daughters 
· To have a heart change from ‘me-focus’ to living in a spiritual community
· To form and maintain committed relationships and relate to all people in God’s covenantal love
· To walk in pure relationships between young men and women, honoring one another, so as not to defraud one another, or distract from their devotion to Christ. 
· To speak the truth in love, choosing to resolve conflicts, overlooking faults, and seeking another’s highest good, as a spiritual family and a covenant community. 
4. Stewardship as a son and daughter in the family
· To become a self-disciplined person, moving from passivity or laziness to a godly work ethic and pursuing excellence
· To develop the heart of a servant, free from a performance mentality, so that they may be who God created them to be, no matter what others say or do.
· To use talents in art, music, drama and dance, according to the individual’s ability and calling
· To discover creative and innovative ways, and utilize a variety of talents and abilities to demonstrate His Kingdom 
5. Evangelism and Mission as an ambassador of Christ
· To be motivated by the compassion of Christ to serve the poor, evangelize the lost, heal the sick, restore the fatherless, and minister deliverance to the spiritually oppressed
· To be able to speak effectively, equipped to share the Gospel message, share personal testimony, and teach Biblical truths, to those from varied backgrounds 
· To train through hands-on ministry experience in a variety of settings in the local church, the marketplace, and the community at large 
· To reach the lost by manifesting the power of the kingdom of heaven, especially to heal and prophesy 

C.  TRAINING SCHEDULES (This is the usual schedule, but flexibility is a key.)
	
Master’s Commission students will be inaugurated into the year at a combined Saturday evening service. Students will then rotate on Sunday morning among each congregation. MC’s may divide into teams for various ministry, outreach and service projects during the week at the different churches (e.g. U-Turn, His Kids, Whiz Kids, Fifth Quarter, Apartment Outreach). 

Most classes will meet at Covenant Life Church

WORSHIP and PRAYER: 8:30-10:00

CLASSTIME: 10:00-12:00
Students present teachings based on their assigned chapter of the book being studied. A class discussion follows to insure life application and not just more “head knowledge” gained.  Other times we will have the pastors from all four churches, guest speakers, videos or tapes, or reading books aloud.

LUNCH:  12:00-1:00

Students are free to leave to get lunch, but most stay and eat a sack lunch. We encourage students to use lunch as a time to build relationship with one another and the staff. 

AFTERNOONS will include outreaches, practical classes, drama and arts training, and community service projects.

This schedule is applicable from Tuesday through Friday of every week.  Monday of each week will be a day of rest for the student.  On Saturdays and Sundays, students need to be available for specific areas of need, ministry, or host home activities and/or chores.  In the evenings, Tuesday through Sunday, students will be expected to complete homework assignments, be available for ministerial needs, and keep other commitments and responsibilities, such as choir, youth group, and community service projects and outreaches.  This schedule is rigorous, filled with activities, both planned as well as unexpected.  This will be a fast-paced year that will result in tremendous growth in the students’ lives.  In order to make the best use of this opportunity, the students must assign their highest priority to the Master’s Commission.  This is a commitment for the entire year.  It is a solemn commitment, first and foremost to God.  Two breaks are scheduled during the year: Christmas and Spring Break.  However, we recognize that in some rare instances it’s not in the student’s best interest to have extended time away from the Master’s Commission and it would be a benefit for some to remain here during their break.  We will evaluate each student’s situation and give a recommendation.

D.  COURSE CURRICULUM

The Master’s Commission is designed to develop in each student the spiritual maturity and character necessary to become servant-leaders.  The students’ relationship with the Lord will grow as they learn who He is and who they are in light of a holy and loving God who is their Father.

	The general course involves:
1.  Memorizing Scriptures every week.
2.  Reading through the Bible in one year.
3.  Personal Bible study with written reports.
3. Public speaking (personal testimony and proclaiming the Kingdom).
4. Student-led discussions.
5.  Personal application papers based on class topics.
6.  Daily serving and outreach opportunities.
7. Serving and ministering in various churches.
8.  Summer ministry tour.

10. Practical living skills. (cooking, basic car care, etc.)
11. Training in ministry and the arts. (music, drama, fine arts, dance)
12. Working in a professional environment.
13. The Hearing Heart Seminar.
14. Courtship vs Dating.

Special emphasis will be given to the following:

Worldview Training
· Envisioning and equipping sons and daughters to be World Changers and History Makers.
· To develop the ability to declare the transforming message of the Kingdom to individuals, families, cities, churches and nations.
· To develop discernment into current ideologies and their impact on current world affairs:  with the ability to apply biblical principles to issues which affect individuals and the nations.

Discipleship:  A study of the principles of Christian maturity and methods of spiritual multiplication.  This will equip the student to facilitate spiritual growth in themselves and others.

Worship:  A teaching that will develop a theology of worship to practically compel us into the presence of God as we learn to abandon ourselves in Him with all of our heart, mind and strength.

Kingdom of God:  We will learn what it means to embrace the government of the Kingdom in all areas of our lives (i.e. personal, family, church, marketplace, public policy, the arts, education, recreation, etc…).

Old Testament Overview:  An introduction of the Old Testament from Genesis to Malachi, with particular attention on the background, analysis, and content of each book. Students may also do 

New Testament Overview:  An introduction of the New Testament from Matthew to Revelation, with particular attention on the background of each book as it contributes towards God’s divine intention through History.

Spiritual Gifts:  This will enable the student to identify and mature in the use of their spiritual gifts, providing a biblical basis for the Baptism of the Holy Spirit and examining the various spiritual gifts listed in the New Testament.


E.  OUTREACH 

We believe that all followers of Christ have a responsibility to reach out and represent Him in their communities.  Christ Himself commanded, “Love your neighbor as yourself.”  Recognizing that God did not save us just for our own sakes we are determined to lay down our lives for the sake of the lost. 

In being the light of Christ to our community, we will minister to people the way He did. He met the physical needs of the individuals as well as the spiritual.  It is the whole person that needs this ministry.

Above all, we seek to do the will of our Father God in reaching out to those in need.  We will carry His heart for the lost as we fulfill the Great Commission and bring the Kingdom of God to the culture.



SUMMER TOUR OF MINISTRY: As well as various opportunities throughout the year at local churches and schools, the Master’s Commission goes on an extended ministry trip in the spring or summer. This trip can last from 4-6 weeks and travel can be around the U.S. or abroad in other countries. This is definitely one of the highlights of the year as the students get the opportunity to give out what they have received during their year. 
		

F.  FORMS AND PROCEDURES

WE GIVE FORMS TO THE STUDENTS ON THE FIRST DAY and explain what is required of them. The forms are helpful for accountability, keeping records and/or history of progress or problems, organization and consistency. They help develop responsibility and discipline in students, and provide a link between the Master’s Commission staff and house parents or outreaches on a regular basis. Weekly forms are turned in on Tuesdays when the students meet with their mentor and recite their memory verse for the week.

LEADER OF THE WEEK [L.O.W]:  Each week a student will have the opportunity of being “L.O.W.” 

One of the most rewarding L.O.W. responsibilities is morning prayer. They must select the worship songs or worship team, and oversee worship. 


The LOW is responsible to have the classroom set up and ready for the class and have the students quiet and in their seats while in class or study time. They are responsible for delegating and overseeing cleanup in the MC area and assigning workers for daily duties. LOW’s must take attendance and note if people are on time or late.

A staff member will meet with the LOW throughout the week to give instruction and encouragement. They also meet to review the LOW’s report and evaluate his effectiveness in leading.




MEDICAL POLICY:  Chronic health problems can significantly affect the students participation in the MC. For that reason, it is helpful if the students seek healthcare locally. We ask that they make medical and dental appointments during their time off. We also ask them to schedule any wisdom teeth extractions on a Friday afternoon or on vacations. Setting aside cash for an unplanned medical visit helps to avoid a crisis.
 
AGREEMENT TO RETURN TO HOME CHURCH:  Our commitment is to build the local church body. Returning MC graduates are a strength to their home church. We consider it a trust to follow through on the commitment to send them home. This is referred to often throughout the year, mentioning their pastors and the vision of their home church. 

G.   RULES AND REGULATIONS

The rules and regulations are purposefully designed to draw the students into the center of God’s presence and to enhance their relationships with others by teaching them to show preference to one another.

1.	The student is expected to be available for work or assignments six days and/or nights per week and as needs arise.

2.	The student is expected to attend all Master’s Commission activities.  This will include most Wednesday, Thursday and Sunday evenings.  They will be saturated this year with worship and the Word.

3.	Students must sit in the designated Master’s Commission area during church services.

4.	Monday will be the student’s day off.  Any student planning to go out of town on the day off must seek permission from an intern.

5.	Any type of commitment by a student, work or pleasure, must be approved ahead of time.  Any approval of this type will be subject to cancellation if it is in the best interest of the Master’s Commission.  The staff must monitor activities in order to protect the student’s health.  

6.	Curfew:	Sunday night		12:00 AM
			Mon-Sat nights		11:00 PM
	Curfew is designed to insure a proper amount of rest so students will be ready for a full day’s schedule.

7.	Students are expected to be at least 10 minutes early for all meetings.  This includes morning prayer and all church services.  Be prompt for all classes and daily activities.

8.	Students late for prayer, classes, services, or jobs are required to perform additional work.

9.	If for any reason the student is unable to attend a daily session, please contact an intern before 9:00 PM the night before.  A very good reason will be required.

10.	Students are not allowed to take leave from the Master’s Commission’s yearly schedule, except for Christmas vacation and Spring break.  Permission may be granted for special occasions.  Students and their families will need to plan on one year of consecration to the Lord.  The staff feels the responsibility to provide maximum opportunities for corporate growth and experience in the Master’s Commission.  If a student misses these growth opportunities, they find themselves lacking significant events that lead to the benefit of one full year of the Master’s Commission.  It is understood that families do sometimes experience traumatic events and may need their son or daughter home for a brief time.


11.	Students are asked to refrain from:  roughhousing, coarse jesting, crass jokes, and negative sarcasm.

12.	 Students’ vehicles must be properly maintained, cleaned and insured.  


13.  Car repairs and insurance are not the responsibility of the Master’s Commission. 


14. Drivers and passengers in any vehicle must obey all traffic laws (including seatbelts, speed limits, etc).

15. Due to frequent changes in scheduling, flexibility is a key.  Jesus’ ministry was characterized by       inconveniences.  Some of the greatest miracles occurred as a result of interruptions.  Being flexible opens the door to divine opportunities.
 
16. To help maintain good health, students are required to do regular exercise each week.  

17.	It is the student’s responsibility to complete and hand in assignments and requirements on time. It these requirements are not met, the student will be required to perform additional work. 

18.	Vacation guidelines for out-of-town students:
		a. Notify directors of vacation plans before they are finalized.
		b. Make appeals for special circumstances.
c. If possible, students should spend part of the vacation with their Host Family.
		d. No singles or small groups staying alone without prior permission.

19.	If a Host Family is going to be out of town at any time during the year, the student needs to contact a staff member.  When necessary, we will secure housing.  Please contact us at least a week in advance.

20.	Under the guidance of a leader, students may pray for and minister to those of the same gender only unless in a group (even then they need to be under covering and use discretion).

21.	Students may not call pastors or interns on their day off unless it is an emergency.  The staff needs time for rest and relaxation as well.

22.	Students are responsible to keep the Master’s Commission’s classroom clean at all times.  The office is for staff use only.

23.	Students are asked to show respect by being quiet near the church offices and the pastors’ offices.  

24.	It is imperative that students make certain all church doors are locked when leaving the church premises.  Any lost keys should be reported immediately.  Doors should never be left propped open.

25.	All doctor’s appointments must be pre-approved and scheduled on the student’s day off unless it is an emergency.

26. Students are expected to practice basic personal hygiene.

27. There is no drug, alcohol or tobacco use permitted at any time.

28. Computer Use Guidelines: 
· Students may not use church computers without expressed permission from MC staff. 
· Guidelines will be set for Internet access. 
· Students may not use host family’s computer without expressed permission from host family. 

29.   Telephone Use (Home, Church and Cell Phone) Guidelines.           
· Students must keep personal phone calls to a maximum of five minutes. 
· Students may talk to parents twice weekly for 30 minutes.  No long distance calls may be made without permission.  Calls must be made before 9:30PM and after 8:00AM.
· If you are using your hosts phone to call home be sure that you are sensitive to how long you are talking. Do not keep their phone line tied up for longer than 30 minutes. 
· Cell phones must be turned off during MC hours. 
· These guidelines apply to text messaging as well. 

30.   This is a year to saturate your life with the Lord. Therefore, we ask that the students only listen to    	music that glorifies the Lord and promotes worship. 






M.C. CONSEQUENCES

One of the goals of the Master’s Commission is to help students become self governing.  To aid in this process we assign consequences when students do not fulfill the minimum requirements. Consequences may include temporary suspension from the class, as well as assigned work projects and/or extra papers to write during the student’s free time.  Students will be required to arrange their own transportation to and from assigned projects.  Grace will be extended when appropriate.  

Hebrews 12:6 “The Lord disciplines those he loves and punishes those he accepts as sons.”

H.  GUIDELINES FOR LIVING ARRANGEMENTS

Whether they are living at home or with another family, we ask the students to keep in mind that it is a tremendous privilege to be there.  Host Families sacrifice greatly in order to enable the students to dedicate themselves to God for one year.  The student is asked to have a teachable spirit and develop sensitivity to how the home they are staying in functions.  They will be a great blessing to the family if they are teachable.  The students are also asked to live by the Golden Rule (Matthew 7:12), and be considerate at all times.  Home life is a far more accurate measure of one’s growth in God than how one lives anywhere else.  In that spirit, the student is asked to follow these guidelines:

1.	Students will be waking up early each morning for classes, church, and work.  They need to be very quiet in the morning to avoid disturbing family members who are sleeping.  This means no singing in the shower, playing music, slamming doors, talking loudly, etc.

2.	Students need to be modest at all times.  A student may wear a robe if it is acceptable with their family.  Otherwise, they must be fully dressed.

3.	If students have a radio or stereo in their room, keep the volume down or use headphones.  Don’t use headphones in the presence of others.

4.	If students are the last one to bed at night, they need to be very quiet and make sure all lights, fans, etc., are turned off, and lock the doors.

5.	Students need to do their own laundry weekly.  They are asked to arrange with their Host Family a specific time for their laundry.

6.	When students see something that needs to be done, don’t wait to be asked or put it off. DO IT!  Ask to participate in household chores like sweeping, vacuuming, dishes, yard work, etc.  Remember:  helping around the house is not limited to Saturdays only.

7.	There is a no T.V., movie or video/ computer game policy except for family time.  Computer use will be under the discretion of the Host Family and staff.  This is a year for the students to saturate their mind with God’s Word, making it sensitive to His promptings.  Whatever is put into the mind affects the spirit.

8.	If a student will not be home for dinner, they need to call ahead of time (during lunch break) and advise their parents or Host Family of their schedule, especially changes.  It is the student’s responsibility to know and communicate their schedule to their Host Family.  If the student does not know, they need to ask the Leader of the Week.

9.	Get prior approval from parents/hosts before inviting people over.  Always ask in private.


10.	Students need to be considerate of their host families needs. Food costs money, and most people have budgeted a certain amount for food.  Students may not eat anything without permission, unless advised differently by their host parents. 

11.	If a student uses up something that can be easily remade (lemonade, tea, juice, ice, etc.), they need to  re-make it.

12.	If a student spills or makes a mess, they need to clean up after themselves.

13.	If there is a legitimate need for a curfew extension, permission is given by the Host Family or Master’s Commission staff.

14.	On the student’s day off, they need to maintain a disciplined lifestyle of sleep.  “Redeeming the time...” (Ephesians 5:16).  Boundaries for sleeping in will be established by the directors if needed.

15.	Students must keep their room clean every day.  Students are required to make their bed daily. They need to keep other areas of the home that they use clean at all times. Students should pick up around the house wherever they see the need.  Students should ask for particular ways to bless their Host Family.

16.	Students need to set aside one night a week for family night, preferably Sunday or Monday.  God wants them to find the balance of both relationships:  classmates and Host Families.  Both are priority.  Communication is the key to finding that balance.

17.	In addition to daily small chores, Saturday from 9AM-12PM is designated for home chores assigned by students family.  If there is a change in the schedule, students are required to arrange another time to complete these.

18.	Students must recognize that electricity, water, gas, etc., is expensive and use it wisely.

19.	Students are not allowed to honk when picking up carpool riders.  This shows respect for the person that is being picked up and honors the family members and neighbors who may be sleeping.

20.	Students may not ask their families for rides.  They need to use their carpools.

21. Host Families cover expenses for general room and board only.  The student is required to utilize their monthly allowance to pay for personal items, carpool expenses, and phone calls.

22. Students may not speak about their host family in a negative way to anyone.  No complaining to parents, siblings, or pastoral staff without first applying the Matthew 18 principle.

In conclusion, Students must respect the wishes and authority of their parents/hosts.  Obey their rules and commands.  Finally, students need to remember to pray for their parents/hosts daily, there is such an opportunity to love and to be loved.  Students are examples they are watching. Students should ask themselves, “Does Jesus Christ shine through me?” 



I. DRESS GUIDELINES

General Guidelines: The Master’s Commission students are ministers representing Jesus Christ.  All dress should reflect Him and not a certain look.  Young men are asked to wear clothing that displays masculinity; young women are asked to wear clothing that displays femininity.  Dress reflects the condition of the heart.  The students are asked to dress in a way which reflects honor to the Lord and each other. Put thought into what you wear because it is a way of expressing honor.

HAIR
Hairstyle and coloring must be conservative and in good taste. Hair must be kept neat, trimmed, and well-kept. Personal hygiene for hair care is expected to be followed.
		
JEWELRY
Jewelry must be conservative and in good taste – not gaudy - rings, watches, bracelets and simple neck chains only. Earrings are for ears only.  Questions or appeals will be evaluated on a case-by-case basis.
		No tattoos or any other body markings may be acquired during the Master’s Commission year.
		We may ask for a covering to be worn over certain existing tattoos.


DRESS FOR SUNDAY CHURCH
Women	Skirts or dresses are not required except specific occasions, dress pants are ok. Dress shirts, and dress shoes. Nice flip-flops or sandals can be acceptable. All skirts and dresses must be knee-length and no low-cut tops are allowed.
Men	Ties are not required except specific occasions. Dress pants and collared shirt, sweater, or vest. No t-shits, jeans or cargo style pants, or tennis shoes.

EVENING CHURCH MEETINGS: Dress Casual Attire
In specific instances a higher dress code will be required, we will give advance notice when this happens. No t-shirts, flip-flops, or jeans.

MORNING CLASSES: Nice Casual Attire
Shirts: T-shirts are acceptable within guidelines (no holes, no tight fit, midriff is unacceptable). Advertisements and printing must be within taste, nothing questionable – you do not know who is going to show up and see it (these rules apply to all shirts). Tank tops are ok for girls, but no spaghetti straps. Otherwise shirts must be held to a standard of clean and tasteful. Nice shirts/dress shirts are always preferred. No sweatshirts. 
Pants: Nice blue jeans are allowed – in other words, not your work jeans. Any dress slacks or skirts (for girls) are ok. Shorts may be worn during the summer time, but no cutoff’s, short-shorts, tight shorts, or sports shorts. Shorts must be at least knee length. 
Shoes: Please do not wear anything that is trashy or dirty.

GUEST SPEAKER DAYS: Dress Casual Attire
In specific instances a higher dress code will be required, we will give advance notice when this happens. No t-shirts, flip-flops, or jeans.

OUTREACHES: Nice Casual Attire

PERSONAL HYGENE:
All days hair must be clean and fixed – no just out of bed looks. You will be expected to be respectful of those around you and practice good hygene: shower, wear deodorant, brush your teeth, etc.

GENERAL
Modest bathing suits for men and women when swimming or boating (no bikinis).  Work attire must be modest, clean, and appropriate for the task (closed toed work shoes only). 

WORK PARTIES:
We will notify you when work clothes are needed, but it would be best to keep a pair in your locker. Work clothes may consist of any t-shirts (within t-shirt discrepancies), tank tops, jeans, tennis shoes, and work gloves. Remember that these clothes will get dirty so do not wear your nice clothes, but also remember you are in public and still represent the Kingdom.

J. RELATIONSHIP GUIDELINES

These guidelines are to protect and strengthen your relationship with the Lord and to protect your integrity as a disciple.  With these guidelines, it will be easier to maintain a more unified group of disciples.  They are not intended to break up or keep you from godly relationships.  Our goal this year is to secure and maintain an undistracted devotion to Christ.  Therefore:

1. There will be no guy-girl pairing off while in group settings.

2. The affection shown to any one member of the Master’s Commission is expected to be the same as that shown to everyone else in the group.


3. There will be no riding together alone unless previously approved by the Master’s Commission staff.

4. There will be No Dating!  A “date” is when two people of the opposite sex arrange to be together, either alone or in a group setting.

5. Phone conversations shall comply with telephone use guidelines.

6. Intimate communication through emailing, text messaging or instant messaging members of the opposite sex is prohibited.  (If you wouldn’t say it to your brother or sister, don’t say it!)

These guidelines apply to relationships with people either in or out of the Master’s Commission.  This is our NO DATING POLICY!  If you have any questions about these guidelines, please talk with your leader.

K. ITEMS NEEDED FOR ENTERING STUDENTS

Required items for the Master’s Commission year to be obtained before Parent/Student Orientation Night.

1.   Passport that is valid for the school year

4.	Food containers labeled with student’s name. (Can be acquired during start of year)
5.	Bible—New American Standard (NAS), New International Version (NIV), or New King James Version (NKJV).
6.	School bag or backpack
7.	Suitcase (no larger that 19in.x10in.x26in.)— non-duffel type.
8.	Sleeping bag and pillow
9.	Water bottle (able to hold one or two quarts)
10.	Toiletries
11.	Nice blue jeans
12.	Dress clothes for men—ties, shirts, belt, dress slacks, socks, dress shoes
13.	Dress clothes for women—dresses, slips, skirts, dress slacks, blouses, dress shoes, hosiery

14. School clothes – nice casual attire
15. Casual clothes
16.  Modest swim wear
17. Absentee voter registration ballot completed and submitted per individual home state requirements 
18. Fundraiser Conference Uniform—2 pair black cotton (Docker-style) pants (not cargo style)
COMFORTABLE black shoes (2 pair recommended); dress shoes, sandals, or opened toed shoes are NOT acceptable uniform attire.  (Walking shoes with good support)

An insured vehicle for transportation to and from homes, church, and outreaches, as well as for the student’s own transportation needs (i.e. day off, breaks, etc.), would be extremely beneficial. 


FINANCIAL BREAKDOWN

The total cost of the Master’s Commission for the 2010-2011 year is $5,750.00

All tuition and fees should be turned in or mailed directly to the Master’s Commission OKC.  
Any unpaid balance must be turned in at Student Orientation on September 18, 2010.  

Breakdown of $5,750 – Total Tuition and Fees Includes:

Application Fee:  $125
· $125 sent in with student application
· Non-refundable

Tuition:  $4,375    
· All curriculum costs, including required books
· Most class supplies, such as journals and folders
· Liability/Accident insurance, workers comp (not health insurance)
· Class picture, graduation diploma and ring
· Summer Ministry Tour, cost of travel and uniforms

Personal Monthly Support:  $1,250
· $125.00 per month given to the student on the 1st of each month, October through July
· Used for the student’s personal needs
· Used for the student’s share of carpool expense ($25-40, calculated monthly).  Students are expected to share carpool expenses unless a personal vehicle is used.
· The student is responsible for budgeting monthly support in order to learn being a good steward of money, including the practice of tithing and saving.

Room and board is provided by host families at no cost to the student.  

Refunds

A partial refund of tuition cost may be granted should a student not complete a full year in the Master’s Commission OKC.  “Tuition” refers to actual money paid in for the tuition portion only and does not apply to credit earned from fundraising or scholarship.

The amount of refund granted would be the remaining balance of the personal monthly support, as well as a portion of the tuition cost, as follows:

80% of tuition during the initial two weeks after induction, ending October 3, 2010;
70% of tuition during the third, fourth, and fifth weeks, ending October 24, 2010;
60% of tuition during the sixth and seventh weeks, ending November 7, 2010; and
40% of tuition during the eighth and ninth weeks, ending November 21, 2010.

After November 21, 2010, if a student chooses not to complete the year, there will be no refund of tuition.  

The individuals giving the money will not receive a contribution credit due to Internal Revenue Service requirements.
If there is an option in the future to take a course for college credit, the student would bear that additional cost.
